Learning Objective

Students will develop the aural and communication skills necessary to assess their
own musical performance.

Demonstration of Learning (Assessment)

Students will evaluate their own SmartMusic submission using a rubric shared with
the class. Students will be graded on their grade as well as the quality of the
submission.

Guiding Question
How can we use our listening skills to evaluate our own performance?

Lesson Sequence
Hook:

Warm up: practice peer assessment by having half the class play a warm-up
exercise while the other half listens, then offers feedback. Model feedback by
asking questions: "How could they improve tone quality on that scale," "Which
notes weren't in tune," etc.

Activity:

Use a "fishbow!" technique to get students assessing performances. Project an
easier (or more practiced) piece of concert repertoire on the board using
SmartMusic. Have one student come to the front, face the board, and play while
the class listens. Record the performance using SmartMusic.

Ask the student to offer some feedback on their own performance. This can be
difficult; starting with a confident student helps.

Ask the class to offer feedback on the student's performance.

Then, play back the recording and ask the performer if there's something else they
noticed in the recording that they didn't notice while they were performing.

Assessment:

Students will evaluate their own
SmartMusic submission using a
rubric shared with the class. Students
will be graded on their grade as well
as the quality of the submission.

Lesson Sequence (cont.)
Activity:

Play a reference recording of a different piece of concert repertoire (you can use
SmartMusic to do this with "My Part" disabled). Ask students to share something
with a neighbor they noticed about the reference recording that they don't think
their own ensemble is doing. Next, model the vocabulary students need to assess
the performance, then ask by asking pairs to share their observations with the
class. Make a list of these observations on the board, highlighting the technical
words used to assess the performance.

Activity:

Perform the piece the students listened to in the last activity.
Next, point to the vocabulary on the board, asking students to evaluate their own
performance in the context of that technical skill.

Use any remaining time to continue work on concert repertoire. Continue to
practice self assessment -- after each cut off, ask students to find something to
address in the next attempt.

Wrap up:

End class with a self-assessment exit slip. Include questions like "Which musical
passage did you struggle with the most?" and "What was the most important thing
you learned today?"

Differentiation

- At-home practice assignments can be customized based on student ability and
learning style.

- Students can be given a choice of assignments.

- Scaffolding during instruction helps ensure all students are keeping up with the
material.

Homework

Create two assignments for each of the pieces of repertoire you worked on in class.
Create one sight-reading assignment to be completed at the beginning of the
practice session, then another regular assignment with a custom rubric that
requires students to assess the progress they made during the practice session.

Notes & Materials
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
