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	Learning Objective: Students will learn how to practice technically demanding passages without losing track of musical considerations (lyricism, phrasing).
	Guiding Question: How do we practice technical passages to make sure they still sound musical?
	Differentiation: Activity 2: Pair up students of different ability levels, pair up on and off task students.
Activity 3: Groups of students at various ability levels, cooperative learning.
Homework: Individualized assessment and feedback with SmartMusic with a rubric.
	Homework: Assign "Vocalise #3" in SmartMusic (you may want to assign less than the entire piece). Create a custom rubric so that tone production and phrasing are considered in the final grade. Further differentiate by setting different tempo requirements for different sections or students. You can also set a minimum tempo and award extra points for students who exceed it. Be clear to students that they should use the same process outlined in class to complete the assignment.

	Demonstration of Learning (Assessment): At the end of class students will have a system in place for practicing lyrical etudes; this system will be demonstrated in SmartMusic for homework.
	Hook: Warm up: Thoroughly warm up tongues/fingers by playing a well-known scale (or scales) at increasing tempi using a metronome. This can become a competition to see which students can handle scales in time at high speeds.
	Activity: Display "Vocalise #3" from "24 Vocalises (Melodious Etudes)" on the screen using SmartMusic. Ask for a volunteer to play the first phrase slowly (quarter = 60). Have another student try the second phrase and so on through the first five phrases (measure 17).

Ask students, "Why were your peers able to sight read this material?" Lead a discussion that centers on the tempo being the critical factor. Point out that at another tempo (say, quarter = 120), the etude becomes much more challenging.


	Assessment: 
	Wrap up: Any remaining time can be spent on concert repertoire. Focus on sections that are not yet up to tempo, following the same process used for the beginning of the vocalise.

	Activity 3: After performing the passage slowly, give students an opportunity for independent practice (yes, this will get loud). Some students can perform with SmartMusic on the board, and partner work is allowed. Students who demonstrate quick mastery of the passage can work with their sections. 

After five minutes of independent practice, perform the first measures again slowly, emphasizing the musical notation from the previous activity. Then perform the passage several more times, increasing the tempo each time. 
	Activity 2: Pair students within their sections. Have students point out musically important markings (dynamics, slurs, breath marks, bowings, etc.) in the first 17 measures to each other. Then have each pair turn to another pair and see if there were any missed markings.

Perform the first 17 measures together slowly.
	Objective 2: - Evaluate and refine personal and ensemble performances, individually or in collaboration with others.
	Assessment 2: Students will perform "Vocalise #3" from "24 Vocalises (Melodious Etudes)" in SmartMusic to demonstrate their ability to navigate technical challenges.
